As a clarification item, TCEQ may receive Water Conservation Plans from entities with
surface water rights, TWDB will receive a copy of the plans when TCEQ accepts the
plan.

Wholesale Providers are eligible for the recognition.
Donna Howe asked: Is there anyone not eligible?

- Jennifer Allis commented that an entity has a water right greater than 1,000
acre/ft., for non-irrigation purposes, the entity is required to submit a WCP.

- Additionally, if an entity has a surface water right greater than 100,000 acre/ft.,
for irrigation purposes, they also must submit a WCP.

- Some of these entities are industrial operations as well as irrigation districts
who would not be the intended audience of the program.

Anai Padilla asked: In regard to the Data Validity Process mentioned as a part of criteria
5) Discussion and Details of Water Loss Control Program, what is the process for
entities submitting plans.
- Entities should be able to describe what their data validity process is, whether
they are doing data validation in house or through a third-party, and to what
level they are confident in their data.
